AUGMENTED REALITY – POLAR RAINBOW (2022) 

Polar Rainbow (2022), by the artist Kristaps Ancāns, is an Augmented Reality sculpture of a virtual double rainbow, which 

connects the North and South poles where rainbows don’t exist. It soars over 3000 feet above 7th Avenue in New York and 

will be on view in Times Square where 7th Avenue famously intersects with Broadway.
