Pride in Times Square 2024 promises to be another exciting event and a great addition to New York City’s celebration of 

Pride at the Crossroads of the World.  Then, on Sunday June 30th, the Playbill Pride Float returns to the NYC Pride March, 

supporting their partner Heritage of Pride (Pride NYC).  Customized double decker buses from some of the events’ sponsors 

will also join the Pride March rounding out an amazing weekend of diversity, equity, education, and celebration. 

 

Past Pride in Times Square events have attracted nearly 800,000 attendees who passed through the activations and enjoyed 

live performances during the two-day event with social media coverage garnering over 1.05 million social impressions.  The 

third day, centered on one of the world’s largest Pride marches, had an attendance at 2023 Pride March of 2.4 million people.
